Please bring appropriate clothing for Church services, and casual wear for
conference outings. No alcohol, drugs, or bad attitudes permitted.

2. Does the registration fee include the main banquet ticket as well as
lodging?

The registration fee does not cover the final Sunday banquet ticket or lodging.

3. Are there any age limits to enter the event?
There are no age limits to attend although children under 12 must have a parent or chaperone.

4, What are my transport/parking options getting to the event?

The closest airport is SCE (State College University Park Airport) 60 minutes from Mt. Union and/or Harrisburg, PA International Airport which is
2.5 hours from Mt. Union. Amtrak train service provides a daily train that goes directly to Huntingdon, PA whichis only 10 minutes from Mt. Union.
Megabus and Greyhound bus lines go into State College, Pennsylvania which is 60 minutes from Mt. Union. We encourage attendees to organize
carpools, buses, etc. for transportation to Mt. Union. There will be limited transportation offered locally.

Yes, you can transfer your ticket to anyone with your written or oral authorization up until the day of the conference at no cost although the
original cost of the ticket will be honored in full unless the person you transfer it to requires a higher fee.
